ye a r s .” Meanwhile she was a vo l u n t e e r
tutor for English as a second language
in the 1980s.

Retiring in 1996, she finds the nine
years have gone fast. She is active in
the International Friendship progr a m
sponsored by the Unive r s i t y ’s Center
for International Programs. This pro-
gram is set up for BG families to aid,
assist and befriend foreign students.
P hyllis has tru ly bonded with seve r a l
foreign students: An undergr a d u a t e
from Japan; a Chinese couple who had
their son on Christmas Day, with Phy l-
lis in attendance; a Mexican couple; a
young French woman; and most re-
c e n t ly a woman from India. Phyllis re-
mains in contact with these people, and
points out that more volunteer fa m i l i e s
are needed to help with the program.

and veggies, and combats osteoporosis
also with medications. She still tutors
English. As a Wood County Hospital
vo l u n t e e r, she works the reception desk
T h u r s d ays. She also attends plays and
c o n c e rts at the University on a reg u l a r
basis, likes “good” movies — favo r i n g
foreign — and reads mysteries includ-
ing those by Faye Ke l l e rman among
others.

I R E C E N T LY chatted with Phy l l i s
Oster and was fascinated to learn
of her many experiences of an in-

t e rnational order. Since retirement,
P hyllis has joined the BGSU retirees
trips abroad (three times to France and
once to Spain), and it came as no sur-
prise to her to learn that throughout
P r ovence, the Dordogne and Nor-
mandy the cuisine was great; she is an
admirer of French style and culture.

But these were hardly the first ex-
periences Phyllis had had with life
abroad. She lived in Edinbu rgh, Scot-
l a n d, in 1959-60 and visited England
and Holland. In 1961 she returned to
E d i n bu rgh and visited Paris. A visit to
East Germ a ny was postponed for fear
of getting trapped behind the Wall. In
1968 she traveled east, to Japan. 

B o rn in New York of immigr a n t
Russian parents, she attended Herm a n
Ridder Junior High School, where she
l e a rned  the value of education through
studying Greek and Roman my t h o l og y.
“I realized that study, often of subjects
that seem to have no bearing on one’s
life, gives one a better understanding of
the wo r l d,” she said. Phyllis later
l e a rned that Bernie Linden and Dav i d
N ewman both attended the same junior
high school! 

In 1948 Phyllis graduated from
James Monroe High School in the
Bronx and then attended Brookly n
C o l l ege for two years, majoring in so-

c i o l ogy and minoring in psycholog y.
She earned her degree of Bachelor of
Liberal Studies after coming to Bow l-
ing Green.

P hyllis married Irwin Oster and
m oved to Bloomington, Ind., where she
was clerk of the Indiana University A u-
d i o - Visual Center. Two of her three
children, Eric and Roslynn, were born
there. She learned to handle Drosophi-
la, while assisting her husband in his
work. This continued at the Institute for
Cancer Research in Philadelphia,
working in the Drosophila Genetics
L a b. (Drosophila melanogaster is a
f ruit fly about 3mm long, of the kind
that accumulates around spoiled fru i t .
It is also one of the most va l u a ble of or-
ganisms in biological research, part i c u-
l a r ly in genetics and developmental bi-
o l og y. Drosophila has been used as a
model organism for research for almost
a century, and today, several thousand
scientists are working on many diff e r-
ent aspects of the fruit fly. )

IN 1966 the Osters moved to Bow l-
ing Green, where Phyllis became
the curator of stocks of the Mid-

America Drosophila Stock Center,
which had been started at the Institute
in Philadelphia and was moved to
B owling Green State Unive r s i t y. 

“Since there was no one trained to
handle the stocks, I took the job on a
t e m p o r a ry basis and stayed on for 30

BGSURA Directors approved the
Lifetime Memberships at their July
2004 meeting, after a presentation by
BGSURA Treasurer Hal Lunde, wh o
presented a model of life ex p e c t a n c i e s
for persons retired at age 55, age 60
and age 70 and resulting benefit to
BGSURA. 

Directors pointed out that becom-
ing a life member means the orga n i z a-
tion gets a commitment from the
m e m b e r, and it indicates the member
b e l i eves in the orga n i z a t i o n .

Campaign re p o rt
Treasurer Lunde also told the

BGSURA board that the retirees asso-
ciation had 373 donors to the BGSU
Fa m i ly Campaign. Their total contri-
bution of $383,544 was the larg e s t
from any sector at BGSU and was up
$55,000 over the previous ye a r.

Handbook are still ava i l a ble.    ■

• BERNARD RABIN, 87, retired profes-
sor in the College of Education, died Nov.
10 in Hospice of Northwest Ohio. Prior to
his death,he established the Rabin Helping
Hand Fund to provide emergency funds for
students without family support who are
working their way through school. Before
his retirement in 1982,he had directed the

Faculty Development Center. Dr. Rabin
was an Ohio licensed psychologist and
mental health consultant. He was a life
member of the American and Ohio Psy-
chological Associations. During his tenure
at BGSU, dating from 1955, he was active
in faculty governance and served on nu-
merous commissions and special adminis-
trative committees.
• DELBERT D. KARNES JR., who re-
tired as an associate professor of business

CO N C E R N S for the war on ter-
ror and the Iraq situation contin-
ue to loom large over our nation.

At the federal leg i s l a t ive level, eff o rt s
to fi n a n c e / r e f o rm Social Security as
well as resolve the Medicare probl e m
remain challenges. Rising health care
costs and decisions regarding drug im-
p o rtation also add to demands on leg i s-
lators at both the federal and state leve l
as well as focusing on the establ i s h-
ment of wo r k a ble budgets. Continuous
monitoring will be needed to thwa rt ef-
f o rts to use already limited pension
funds to ease budget woes. By the time
you read this, legislators will have re-
t u rned from recess and budget deve l-
opment will be underway.

In a flurry of action prior to the close
of the last session, state legislators act-
ed on a number of bills and sent them
on to the gove rn o r. A tort reform bill
was passed capping some awards and
not others. It is expected that a court
challenge will follow. At the close of
the last session, Gov. Taft called a spe-
cial session and some legislation wa s
passed including a campaign fi n a n c e
bill requiring disclosures, increasing
the amount individuals can contribu t e
and cracking down on use of county
p a rty funds. 

LE G I S L AT I O N also was sent to
Taft providing new benefits for
O h i o ’s service men, a bill dealing

with securing DNA samples and an
amendment to existing legislation deal-
ing with eviction of sex offenders. HB
449 passed and was sent to Taft perm i t-
ting reemployed retirees to withdraw
accumulated contributions and interest

after termination but prior to age 63 in
lieu of benefits for the period of reem-
p l oyment. Howeve r, some bills did not
complete the process and may be rein-
troduced in the next session. HB455
dealing with distribution of pay m e n t s
f o l l owing marriage or remarriage died
on the Senate floor. Another piece of
l egislation that may have died is HB98,
d i s t r i bution of retirement payments. A t
the federal level, action on GPO/WEP
is unlike ly but the issue will remain as
Social Security reform is considered.

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At the state level, eff o rts by priva t e
vendors to require more ex t e rnal inve s t-
ment management continue eve n
though current STRS investment man-
agement has been shown to be fi n a n-
c i a l ly prudent and fi s c a l ly responsibl e .
This pressure also has been felt by
PERS. A number of other issues have
been brought forth that could have an
impact on retirees either through influ-
ence on taxes or through court chal-
lenges. These include a potential 32
cent monthly fee on cell phones, eff o rt s
to capture revenue from internet and
c a t a l og sales, eff o rts to overhaul Ohio’s
tax base and reduce tax burdens, eff o rt s
to limit levies and local control ove r
p r o p e rty tax hikes and a change in land-
fill assessments that will provide added
funding for health boards. Also the use
of state gas taxes and constru c t i o n
monies to lower turn p i ke fees for tru c k s
was noted. In a more intangible way,
p o s s i ble impacts on funds could come
from potential costs for court chal-
lenges such as the cost to unive r s i t i e s
o ffering insurance to employees same
s ex partners now that Issue I wa s
passed at the last election. Also, law-
suits such as Pe t r o ’s against a dru g
m a ker alleging price gauging, as we l l
as unresolved lawsuits such as those
coming from the Enron scandal pose
f u rther potential financial impacts. Re-
visions on how schools classify stu-
dents when determining district annual
p r ogress were made to reflect modifi-
cations required by federal policy re-
c e n t ly adopted. Another school funding
issue to watch relates to charter school
administration. The school funding is-
sue continues to be of concern .

M e d i c a re puzzle
Selection of a drug card and imple-

mentation of the Medicare progr a m
continue to be a puzzle to many. Now
that types of health care plans ex p a n d
and benefit cuts are made while health
care costs zoom, further challenges re
being faced by retirees. At the state lev-
el, Auditor Montgomery has proposed
l egislation for next year that would re-
peal 1998 state law to restore state audi-
t o r ’s authority to do management audits
hoping to root out more fraud and ove r-
p ayments in Medicaid. The Ohio Com-

mission to Reform Medicaid, which ac-
count for about forty percent of state
budget spending, is looking at recom-
mending ways to reduce costs includ-
ing a freeze on reimbursement for hos-
pital inpatient care and reduction in
nursing home costs.

R e t i rement Board s
Passage of the pension reform bill

(SB133) has resulted in changes to the
composition of both the STRS and the
PERS Boards. Both will have their full
complement of eleven members wh e n
t h ey meet in January and many of these
n ew members will have limited ex p e r i-
ence with the Boards. This next ye a r
should prove interesting and increas-
i n g ly important to monitor actions. Dr.
Stephen Buser, retired professor of fi-
nance from The Ohio State Unive r s i t y
and Geofrey Meye r, financial adminis-
trator of Manor Care in Toledo, have
been appointed recently. T h ey join Ju-
dith Fisher who was appointed by the
G ove rnor as financial ex p e rts and Dave
Speas the second retiree on the STRS
Board. The replacement for Chapman,
Connie Ramser, was appointed earlier.
Two retiree seats and one for an active
member will be filled in elections to be
held in May. The OPERS Board will
consist of five elected members, two
elected retiree members, the Director of
the State Dept. of A d m i n i s t r a t ive Ser-
vices and three appointed members
with investment or financial ex p e rt i s e .
Their names were not ava i l a ble at this
p r i n t i n g .

The STRS Board has authorized re-
n ewal of the Life Masters Contract
s t a rted for non-medicare and Medicare
B only retirees who have chronic dis-
eases. The program  produced a sav i n g s
of about six million in the first year of
use. The annual financial statement au-
dit report was positive. STRS continues
in its eff o rts to examine management
and spending practices and to imple-
ment cost-saving measures while safe-
guarding the pension funds and wo r k-
ing to address long term health care
c ove r a g e .

Training sessions
C u rrent and new ly appointed board

members from the five public pension
systems participated in an intensive
t wo - d ay training program prescribed by
pension reform legislation. Expert s

from around the country provided in-
f o rmation about investments, actuarial
principles, gove rnment and leg i s l a t ive
relations, ethics, fi d u c i a ry responsibili-
ties and health care issues. The Ohio
Retirement Study Council has met with
STRS and will continue meeting with
OPERS and the other retirement
boards. The STRS ORSC report is ex-
pected in mid-March.

O C H E R
At the Nov. 16, 2004, meeting of the

Ohio Council of Higher Education Re-
tirees, Ann Hanning, Ohio Retired
Teachers Association Leg i s l a t ive
Agent, rev i ewed ORTA action and
pending state and federal leg i s l a t i o n .
She reported that ORTA had received a
grant to survey members as a part of
their Strategic Planning. She also an-
nounced that Dave Tr avis, ORTA Exe c . .
Director plans to retire at the same time
that Joe Endry leaves the STRS Board.
OCER President Niedzielski report e d
he had sent letters of support for Lou
DiOrio as directed and a request to
S h awnee State to identify a retiree rep-
r e s e n t a t ive. Absences of such from
S h awnee State and Cincinnati we r e
noted. 

R e p o rts were presented by DiOrio,
O RTA Exe c u t ive Board member, and
Niedzielski ORTA district representa-
t ive. Promotion of ORTA membership
was encouraged. In the absence to Hill,
DiOrio presented an ove rv i ew of feder-
al and state legislation from a report
prepared by Hill. He also presented an
account of the meetings he attended for
Health Care A d vo c a t e s .

An ex t e n s ive discussion rega r d i n g
OCHER strategic planning was held
and action taken establishing a survey
of OCHER representative s ’v i ews re-
garding strengths, weaknesses, oppor-
tunities and threats.  A report of survey
results will be given at the March
OCHER meeting. Discussion re date,
location and agenda for the OCHER
annual meeting followe d .

Richard Edwards reported on his
meeting with PERI and indicated that
the PERI Board will  consideration
PERI/OCHER affi l i a t i o n .

OCHER meets again on March 26
in Columbus.   ■

AH I G H L I G H T of the last several weeks, in addition
to celebrating the holidays with fa m i ly, was our trip
to the GMAC Bowl in Mobile, Ala., to see the foot-

ball Falcons play the Memphis Tigers. We left from Detroit
on Monday, December 20, for Pensacola, Fla., where we
rented a car to drive to Gulf Shores
for a visit with the cousin of my
wife Betty Jean. He took us on a
tour of the devastation caused by
the September hurricane. Waves 20
to 30 feet had driven water through
hundreds of condos and bu s i n e s s e s ,
washing out roads and pushing
debris far up shore. 

That evening we dined in an
excellent seafood restaurant in Gulf
Shores, where one of the restaurant
owners pointed out the high wa t e r
mark halfway up the wall of the
second floor restaurant.

TH E next day, we drove the short distance to Mobile,
where we were greeted at the door of the Mobile
Marriott by Falcon supporters dressed in orange,

including the Cooks, the Weisses and Ashel Bry a n .
After checking in, we headed to the Captain’s Ta bl e
restaurant for another outstanding seafood meal.
From the window of the restaurant we could see the
battleship, the USS Alabama, which we later toured at
its mooring in the Gulf. 

That same evening we drove to Bellingrath Gardens
and Home near Theodore, Ala., west of Mobile to see the
beautiful Christmas in Lights display. The gardens and
home were originally owned by the founding distributor of
Coca Cola in the southern United States. 

Although the temperature had been in the 40s when we
arrived in Pensacola it warmed to almost 80 on Tuesday.
On Wednesday we woke up to torrential driving rain and
temperatures in the high 60s. Given the weather conditions
we decided an indoor tour of a historic Mobile house wo u l d
be best. We wisely chose Oakleigh, Mobile’s Official Pe r i o d
House Museum, circa 1833, a unique T-shaped Greek

R ev ival mansion furnished with period antiques. Our ex c e l-
lent docent, outfitted in a hoop dress, gave us a ve ry
detailed and fascinating tour of the house. She said she had
r e c e n t ly graduated from the University of Alabama as a
political science major and lived with her boy f r i e n d, a chef,
a few blocks from the historic house. 

Since we had packed no rain gear for the 7 p.m. ga m e ,
and because more torrential rains were ex p e c t e d, we headed
to a mall to purchase raincoats. After several unsuccessful
tries we found rain gear at Sears. We then headed back to
the hotel, changed into our game clothes and took the shut-
tle bus to the stadium for a pre-game meal and rally spon-
sored by the Falcon Club. 

FRO M 3 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. there was no rain. T h e n
about the time eve rybody was moving to their seats,
the downpour started again. We purchased ponchos at

the stadium to put over our raincoats, and as a result we
both stayed dry. Although Betty Jean stayed under the
stands most of the first half, I stubborn ly sat in my seat
during the driving rain and watched the Falcons take a 35-
28 lead at halftime. Fo rt u n a t e ly, the rains stopped for the
second half, and the Falcons played a good second half and
won 52-35. We had a good time at the post-game part y
back at the hotel.

On T h u r s d ay we returned to Pensacola and fort u n a t e ly
had an afternoon flight back to Detroit because we later
l e a rned that the Detroit, Cincinnati and Toledo airp o rts had
shut down for part of the morning because of snow.
