D r. Leone, in December 2002, as
he moved toward re t i rement with
23 years in school administration in
Ohio, began re s e a rching STRS
spending after hearing rumors of
e x t r a v a g a n c e .

Tired of stone-walling
In writing and in person at

STRS Board meetings, Dr. Leone
questioned STRS executives, who
w e re unresponsive for months. But
they finally caved in to Dr. Leone’s
tenacity in seeking public financial
i n f o r m a t i o n .

What Dr. Leone learned was far
worse than he expected: The STRS

Update to ‘impact aid’ for Bowling Green school district
FIGURES not previously available show that legislation authored by form e r
Bowling Green resident and BGSU graduate Dennis Leone has generated
“impact aid” revenue totaling $9,773,971 over the past 12 years for the
Bowling Green school district.

D r. Leone, of Chillicothe, was superintendent of the Oxford - Ta l a w a n d a
School District in which Miami University is located. The legislation in 1993
p rovides additional state revenue to districts in Bowling Green, Athens, Kent
and Oxford because of their high amounts of state-owned, tax-exempt re a l
estate. Because of that legislation, Dr. Leone said, “The folks in Bowling
G reen know me well.” These impact-aid amounts given to the Bowling Gre e n
school district are provided by James Rowan, Oxford - Talawanda tre a s u re r :

In re s e a rching all 611 Ohio school districts, Dr. Leone found that the
average amount of state-owned tax-exempt real estate totaled 7.8 percent of
each district’s potential tax valuation. He found that only seven school
districts were losing more than 25 percent of their potential tax valuation,
including Bowling Green, Oxford, Athens and Kent and several districts with
l a rge state prisons.

D r. Leone explained that the reason the Bowling Green total has dropped in
recent years is that “the increased taxable valuation of the district’s re a l
estate has exceeded, comparatively, the increased tax-exempt valuation of
the BGSU pro p e rty — which means that the Bowling Green school district is
d ropping nearer to the 25 percent trigger mechanism for impact aid.   ■

B o a rd and staff were living in a “fi-
nancial fantasy land.” In a 13-page
report that he presented to the
STRS Board in May 2003, Dr. Leone
asked for a response in two weeks
to his charge that the STRS was
spending money in a manner that
was “completely foreign to the
very members they serve.”

When the STRS continued its
stone-walling by refusing to
change its policies, Dr. Leone e-
mailed his report to all 611 Ohio su-
perintendents and all 923 princi-
pals. Many of them, in turn, share d
the report with teachers, who
s h a red it with re t i rees, who share d
it with legislators, who shared it
with the news media.

On June 8, 2003, The Plain Dealer
b roke the news.

By 2000, Dr. Kostyu was cover-
ing state government for Copley in
Columbus after teaching journal-
ism at Ohio Wesleyan University,
D e l a w a re. Acopy of Dr. Leone’s re-
port was forwarded to him fro m
the Copley newspaper in Canton,
The Repository.

By the end 2003, Dr. Kostyu had
written nearly 100 stories about the
excesses of the STRS. The re s u l t
was the firing of the STRS execu-
tive dire c t o r, passage of

F o rmer director of STRS pleads guilty to ethics violations

TH E f o rmer executive director of the State Teachers Retirement System
was found guilty Sept. 1 of accepting golf outings and other gifts from an
investment firm that advised the pension fund.

Herb Dyer, 66, pleaded no contest to one charge of failing to re p o rt gifts to
the Ohio Ethics Commission and was fined $1,000. Suspended was $300 on
condition that Dyer pay the amount to the pension fund.

Dyer was forced to resign in August 2003. Of Ohio’s 133 lawmakers, 105
called for Dyer’s resignation after criticism that the STRS spent millions of dol-
lars on bonuses, artwork and travel while assets plunged.

R e p o rting about STRS activities by Dr. Paul E. Kostyu launched investiga-
tions by the Ohio Ethics Commission, which are continuing.

Dyer was the speaker in September 1995 at BGSU Retirees Association’s
founding convocation.  ■

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legislation to reform the state’s five
pension systems and an investiga-
tion launched by the Ohio Ethics
C o m m i s s i o n .

D r. Kostyu’s follow-through of
the STRS issues was so highly re-
g a rded by The Repository that his se-
ries was submitted to the Columbia
University Pulitzer Prize committee
judging beat re p o r t i n g .

Although Dr. Kostyu didn’t win
a Pulitzer, his series received a first
place for investigative re p o r t i n g
f rom the Associated Press Society of
Ohio, a first-place for in-depth re-
porting from the Association of

Capitol Reporters and Editors, and
a first place for best use of public
re c o rds from the Ohio Society of
P rofessional Journalists.

F i rst-Amendment aw a rd
D r. Leone himself received the

First Amendment Aw a rd from the
Central Ohio Chapter of the Society
of Professional Journalists. He was
praised for his “courage to take on
the STRS, alerting the media, and
his diligence in pursuing public
re c o rds requests in the face of many
barriers, including widespread crit-
icism from the Ohio Education A s-
sociation and fellow superinten-
d e n t s . ”

It was Dr. Kostyu who nominat-
ed Dr. Leone for the award. Dr.
Kostyu also discussed his Canton
R e p o s i t o r y articles the STRS last year
during Mass Communication week
activities on the BGSU campus.

Last December, upon re t i r i n g
f rom the Chillicothe schools, Dr.
Leone decided to run for the new
re t i ree seat on the STRS Board (the
new seat was created by the Gener-
al Assembly). Atotal of nine re t i re e s
and active teachers ran for thre e
seats on the Board. The votes were
counted last May 7. Dr. Leone was
the top vote-getter.  ■

STRS change • c o n t i n u e d

FOR “exposing a terr i ble and arr ogant entitlement
culture” at the State Teachers Retirement System
b eginning in 1995, the Gove rnment Finance Offi-

cers Association presented its 2005 Ethics in Gove rn m e n t
Award to Dr. Dennis Leone in Cleveland Sept. 14. 

In nominating Dr. Leone for the awa r d, members of the
association noted that he “acquired proof that the STRS
Board and the STRS staff had been spending pension mon-
ey and taxpayer money on things like booze, parties, concert
t i c kets, Kings Island, baseball games, gifts, paid airfare and

paid lodging for STRS visitors, multiple lavish trips to
places like Honolulu and Palm Springs (spending $540,000
b e t ween 2000, 2001 and 2002), a new office complex that
would make Saddam Hussein blush (spending $94.1 mil-
lion), sculptures and art work for the new STRS headquar-
ters (spending $869,000), a special child care services cen-
ter for employees of STRS (spending $818,000 to build and
$500,000 on an annual basis to operate), and giant bonus
checks for 435 STRS employees (totaling $24.4 million be-
t ween 1998 and 2003) at a time when total stock market as-
sets at STRS dropped a staggering $12.3 billion.”

STRS, Dr. Leone told the Board, should not stand for
“Sculptures, Tr avel, Retreats and Spending.”

D r. Leone also found that the staff increased from 414 to
735 and administrative expenses increased 17.4 percent
from 2000 to 2002. Continuing research by Dr. Paul E.
Kostyu, Columbus bureau chief for Copley New s p a p e r s ,
disclosed that STRS employees who adopted a child re-
c e ived a $5,000 gift from pension money. In another STRS
p o l i cy reported by Dr. Kostyu, the exe c u t ive director re-
c e ived a percentage of eve ry staff bonus check he gave. 

On June 16, 2004, when Gov. Robert Taft signed into
l aw the pension reform bill with the sweeping changes
pushed for by Dr. Leone, the gove rnor presented Dr. Leone
with one of the pens he used to sign the bill.    ■

AN AT I V E of Chicago, Donald
M. Wilson entered the University of
Chicago in 1955 as an English major.
Changing majors halfway thro u g hh i s
f ou r-year degree program, he studied
music theory and composition with V.
H o w a rd Talley (1957-59). 

In his first term as a music major,
Wilson marshaled a group of students
and faculty in the re-establishment of
the then-defunct University Sympho-
ny Orchestra. Since that time in the
fall of 1957, the Orchestra has been
a ni n c reasingly significant force in the
musical life of the University itself as
well as the surrounding community.

After receiving his BA d e g ree in
Humanities (with a major in
m u s i c composition) from Chicago in
1959, Wilson continued his music
studies for a year at the Juilliard
School in New York City and then
w a s a w a rded a graduate assistantship
to Cornell University (1960-64). A t
Cornell he assisted Karel Husa with
the Cornell orchestras while studying
composition and orchestration with
P rofessor Husa as well as studying
composition and analysis with Robert
M. Palmer and music history with
Donald Jay Gro u t .

During his years at Cornell, Wi l s o n
was aff o rded the opportunity to study
composition with Gunther Schuller
and orchestration with A a ron Cop-
land at the Berkshire Music Center in
western Massachusetts in the s u m-
mers of 1963 and 1964. Wilson re-
ceived his Master of Arts degre e i n
Music Composition in 1962 and his
D M Ad e g ree in Music Composition
f rom Cornell University in 1965. Fol-
lowing a two-year stint as music di-

rector and then program director of
the station now known as WHYY- F M
in Philadelphia, Wilson was hired in
1967 to teach music theory, analysis,
composition and aural skills at Bowl-
ing Green State University. 

In 1998, after 31 years of full-time
work during which he served two
f o u r-year terms as department chair of
music composition and theory (1973-
77 and 1994-98), and produced over 80
one-hour programs in the annual New
Music Festival radio series for nation-
al distribution, Wilson re t i red as Pro-
fessor Emeritus.

Honors and awards
Wilson’s honors and awards in-

clude the 1963 Joseph H. Bearns
P r i z e (Chamber Music Category) for
his Quintet for Bb Clarinet & String
Q u a r t e t ( a w a rded by Columbia Uni-
versity) and the 1964 A.M. Dru m-
mond Aw a rd for his Songs & Inciden-
tal Music to Aristophanes’ comedy Ly-
sistrata (awarded by Cornell Universi-
ty). At Bowling Green State Universi-
t y, Wilson was awarded a total of thre e
Faculty Improvement Leaves for vari-
ous compositional projects, and was
granted two one-month residencies at
the MacDowell Colony in New
H a m p s h i re (1972, 1974). In July of
1976 he attended the Summer Courses
in New Music at Darmstadt in what
was then called West Germany.

Amember of the American Music
Center since 1964 and a member of the
American Composers Alliance since
1967, Wilson became a founding mem-
ber of the Christian Fellowship of A r t

Music Composers in 1995. Three years
later he was elected to the latter org a-
nization’s Board of Dire c t o r s .

Among Wilson’s output of nearly
40 works are the Daventry Suite for
Wind Ensemble (1998-99); ABook of Fan -
f a res for 1 to 12 Tr u m p e t s (1997- 2003);
and a choral symphony, Vi s i o n s, for
mixed chorus and symphonic band
(1969-70), available through the C.F.
Peters Corporation in New York. Wi t h
the 2005 band transcription of his 1960
composition, D e d i c a t i o n for strings,
Wilson continues to demonstrate his
i n t e rest in band scoring (colloquially
known as “bandstration”).

Since his re t i rement in 1998, Don
has been teaching part time and writ-
ing music for various ensembles at t h e
U n i v e r s i t y. He is finishing and re v i s-
ing older works and editing earlier
works for publication. Don works
with the Roland S-760, a sound sam-
pler that connects to his computer and
p rovides him with a whole orc h e s t r a .
He is presently setting the Praise
Psalms to music for various combina-
tions of voices including vocal duo,
vocal trio, women’s chorus, men’s
c h o rus and mixed chorus, all with
k e y b o a rd accompaniment; some of
the Psalm settings can also be per-
formed without voices, by instru m e n-
tal groups such as violin duet or clar-
inet trio with piano accompaniment.
A d d i t i o n a l l y, Don is developing a
Web site to accommodate this new
material, which means that his com-
positions can be sampled at dmwil-
s o n . c o m .

his grandson in Dallas, Texas, Wi l-
son became acquainted with a
computer game for kids called
Mask of Eternity. He was intrigued
by the background music and got
pulled into the game. As a “fanfic”
sequel to the plot of Mask of Eter-
n i t y, Wilson wrote the D a v e n t r y
S u i t e, so-called because the locus
of the game was medieval Daven-
t r y. 

Curious to know what orc h e s t r a
re c o rded the music for Mask of
E t e r n i t y, Wilson contacted its com-
p o s e r, Kevin Manthei, who
t o l d him about the Roland S-760
(see page 4). Wilson’s D a v e n t r y h a s
been performed by Bruce Moss and
the BG Symphonic Wind Ensemble
at BGSU, and subsequently by
BGSU alumnus David Manuel Gar-
cia and the Bridgewater Wind En-
semble at Bridgewater State Col-
lege in Massachusetts. Incidental-
l y, Don has become a computer

game addict since his discovery of
Mask of Eternity.

Having played clarinet, oboe and
English horn throughout college and
graduate school, Don views the Eng-
lish horn as the most beautiful of all
musical instruments; he will not toler-
ate even the notion of my pre f e re n c e
for the French horn, which is derivative
a n y w a y.

This quiet man with a wry, subtle
sense of humor and the memory of an
elephant (as they say), does many other
things. He is a pro o f - reader for his sis-
t e r, Cynthia Olson, who writes teen fic-
tion based on true stories about inner-
city children in Chicago.

Wilson and his wife, Lois, whom
Don met through Wallie DePue, both
sing in Toledo’s Lewis Avenue Baptist
C h u rch choir, for which Don has writ-
ten music, as he also has for Lois’s trio.
Between them they have five chi l d re n
and five grandchildre n .

Play on, Sir Don, play on.     ■

which runs to Nov. 22. Retain in-
definitely the blue sheet in the
packet (Notice of Creditable Cover-
age) as it would be needed if a re-
t i ree wishes to disenroll from the
STRS pro g r a m .

R e t i rees also
may  be consid-
ering enro l l m e n t
in the Medicare
Part D drug pro-
gram. If you are
satisfied with
the STRS pro-
gram, which is
as good as or
better than the
s t a n d a rd set by
M e d i c a re, it is
re c o m m e n d e d

that you do N O T e n roll in the Part
D program. That program would
be good only for re t i rees on a low
income ($14,000). 

The Part D premium would be
on top of the regular STRS pre m i-
um and would not cover hospital-
ization. Since STRS met or exceeded
the Medicare standard, the pension
system received a rebate subsidy,
which was an enabling factor in
keeping STRS health care pre m i u m
i n c rease to 3 percent rather than the
p rojected 12-plus percent for 2006. 

The election by STRS re t i re e s
who choose Part D will have a neg-
ative impact on the subsidy STRS
receives.  Careful review of the al-
ternate drug programs being of-
f e red by insurance companies is ad-
visable, however, giving attention
to coverage as well as cost.

If no dedicated revenue stre a m
for the health care stabilization
fund is found, dramatic changes
will be necessary in 2007 — higher
p remiums, changes in enro l l m e n t
and/or plan design. Strategies to
mitigate further adverse selection
will need to be made in 2006.

L E G I S L AT I O N

VA L U A B L E information re-
g a rding legislation can be
found on the STRS and

O RTAWeb sites (strsoh.org and
o r t a . o rg) as well as through state
and federal Web sites. 

At the federal level, hurricanes,
the IRAQ situation, confirmations,
investigations and bird flu have
commanded attention. Issues of
mandatory Social Security,
G P O / W E P, pension reform, dru g
importation and investment re s t r i c-
tions remain in the hopper.

At the state level similar issues
as mandatory Social Security and
health care are being considere d .
The 126th General Assembly held
some committee hearings, but no
voting sessions in September.  A n
extensive list of legislative actions
related to a variety of topics ap-
pears in The Education Update for
Oct. 24 found in ORTA’s “We e k l y
Education News from Joan Platz.”
Valuable information re g a rd i n g
p roposals and committee meetings
can be found there .

Concerns for the number and
accountability of charter schools
continue as do issues with vouch-
ers. SB129 (Schuring) and HB29
( Williams) deal with the issues. It is
important that legislators and vot-

ers realize the negative impact these
have on  funding of public schools.

The Ohio Senate has passed
SB107 (Setzer) which relates to
teacher preparation programs and
allocations for the Center of Learn-
ing Excellence. The Ohio House
c o n c u r red with Senate changes to
HB234 (Wolpert). Both the Senate
and the House have approved bills
re g a rding absentee voting. HB272,
which deals with health care cover-
age for re h i red re t i rees, was origi-
nally introduced at the request of
OPERS. It has been amended to in-
clude STRS and SERS and to make it
consistent with thre e-year contracts
often used by schools.

Five constitutional issues are on
the November ballot. AHouse bill
p rohibiting spending of state 3rd
F rontier money on re s e a rch involv-
ing human embryonic stem cells
has been shelved. This issue was a
part of Issue I, Ohio Jobs. Issues 2-5
deal with election reform. House
and Senate action re g a rding absen-
tee voting counters Issue 2.

Be an active re t i ree. Seek and
read information about issues that
have a direct and indirect impact on
us. Communicate with others and
let views be known. Don’t wait for
others to take action.  ■

P e rry s b u rg meeting set for hike in health-care rate

STRS has embarked on an education and engagement campaign on
the issue of health care funding via a series of meetings across the

state. The area meeting is scheduled for Nov. 8 at 7 p.m. at the Perrys-
b u rg Holiday Inn French Quarter. The goal is to educate actives and ad-
ministrators on the need to consider raising contributions and to assess
support for such action prior to seeking legislative change. 

C u r rent contributions are at the state limit. STRS has determined
that the only way to provide adequate funding for the health care pro-
gram for current and future re t i rees would be to ask members and em-
ployers to contribute 2.5 percent more. The permanent increase is pro-
posed to be phased in over a five-year period in .5 percent incre m e n t s
each year. It is important that re t i rees express their views.       ■
