Meet Dr. Eloise E. ‘Betsy’ Clark
She’s a biologist’s biologist

LOISE Elizabeth, aka Betsy,
Clark is a former provost of
BGSU and a trustee professor
emeritus of Biology. Betsy
was born in Virginia and her
eyes light up as she tells of her love of life
on the farm as she grew up — the sight of
the valleys and the mountains; the rolling
hills. She suspects it was the life on the
farm that led her to her interest in nature.

And indeed, she went on to make of
this interest a lifetime profession. Having
studied at the Mary Washington College
of the University of Virginia, Fredericks-
burg (she is a Distinguished Alumna of
Mary Washington College), she received
her B.A. in biology and was a member of
Phi Beta Kappa. She earned her Ph.D. in
developmental biology from the Univer-
sity of North Carolina, Chapel Hill, in
1958. She was a postdoctoral fellow in
the Department of Microbiology, Wash-
ington University, St. Louis, and at the
Biochemistry and Virus Laboratory, Uni-
versity of California, Berkeley.

Dr. Clark came to BGSU from the
National Science Foundation. Culminat-
ing her career at the NSF as a Presiden-
tially-appointed assistant director from

1969 to 1983, she was responsible for Bi-
ological, Behavioral, and Social Sciences,
which received 8,500 research proposals
annually.

She supervised a staff of 158, about
one-half of whom were in technical and
scientific positions recruited from the
ranks of active scientists to spend one or
two years managing a program. That is
how Betsy herself came to NSF. After 10
years of teaching at Columbia University
— the first woman appointed to the biolo-
gy faculty there — she decided to try her
hand at administration. NSF provided the
opportunity and at the same time allowed
her to maintain currency with science.

BBS reviewed research in 14 disci-
plines and in 15 program areas of biology.
Maintaining the integrity of the peer re-
view system and selecting the most
promising research proposals were cen-
tral to NSF's mission. Dr. Clark devel-
oped guidelines for establishing review
panels and soliciting reviews by mail.
Oversight of this critical process and allo-
cation of resources in the biological, be-
havioral, social and information sciences
were among her major responsibilities.

She was also responsible for develop-
ing and defending the annual budgets for
these areas of science. As division direc-

tor, she was successful in transferring the
budget of the International Biological
Program to the support of fundamental
studies of ecosystems; she also estab-
lished programs in neurobiology and sen-
sory physiology. As assistant director, she
undertook the development of new pro-
grams in such areas as cell biology, cellu-
lar physiology, population biology and
physiological ecology as well as a post-
doctoral program encouraging a molecu-
lar biological approach to the study of
plants. Formulation of a postdoctoral pro-
gram in ecological sciences was initiated,
as was the long-term ecological research
program. She was a consultant for estab-
lishment of the competitive Grants Pro-
gram at the Department of Agriculture.

AT BGSU

Dr. Clark was provost or vice presi-
dent for Academic Affairs at BGSU from
1983 to 1996, at which time she also held
the rank of professor of Biological Sci-
ences. She recalled, “In my first year at
BGSU I served on a committee that for-
mulated a mission statement for the Uni-
versity. Five years later | served on a sec-
ond committee that established university
priorities for its mission. As part of a
long-term plan to improve the academic
standing of the colleges, the Senate (upon
recommendation of the deans and the Un-
dergraduate Council) adopted University-
wide general education requirements, in-

1973. Appointed provost and executive
vice president in 1978, he became in-
terim president in 1981.

BGSU Trustees established the
Michael R. Ferrari Award in his honor in
1982 to recognize his exemplary admin-
istrative accomplishments and service.
In 1991, he received an honorary Doctor
of Public Service degree from BGSU.

After leaving BGSU in 1983, Dr.
Ferrari served as provost at Wright
State University, Dayton, before joining
Drake University, Des Moines, lowa, in
1985 as president.

AFTER 13YEARS at Drake, Dr. Fer-
rari became chancellor at Texas Christ-
ian University. During hisTCU tenure:

Dr. Clark assisted in developing the
Center for Photochemical Sciences in the
Chemistry Department. The Center
formed the nucleus around which a new
Ph.D. program was developed.“Patent and
copyright procedures were developed and
new processes for curricular and program
reviews were established,” Dr. Clark
added.

But her lifelong specialty has been the
study of cells in developmental biology.
She has had a particular interest in muscle
proteins and is pleased to note that today
scientists believe that these primary mus-
cle molecules are responsible for the
movement of everything from asingle cell
to our bodies; that they exist in all species.

DR. CLARK TODAY

Dr. Clark’s interest today is on science
policy and the impact of federal funding
on universities. Since retirement she has
been consulting for the National Science
Foundation, traveling to Washington and
making on-site visits to schools on Indian
Reservations, where she helps with sci-
ence programs, mentoring the faculty, es-
tablishing curricula and identifying local
expertise that will assist the schools once
the NSF departs.

Reading and music
are favored activities, and her choices in
reading are eclectic: She likes novels,
mysteries, political and historical works,
The New York Review of Books, and The
Economist. Her radio stays tuned to 91.3.

Quiet and thoughtful, Dr. Clark has
resumed playing golf. And she is learn-
ing to play bridge and is studying wine
with enthusiasm. o

m The State Teachers Retirement Board Aug. 15
nominated four active teachers to fill a vacancy after
the retirement of Hazel Sidaway, who served nearly
20 years: Dr. Robert Brown, Ohio State University
professor; John Lazarus, an Ohio Federation of
Teachers member from Akron, and an Ohio Educa-
tion Association member from Cleveland. Ohio Re-
tired Teacher Association Director Dave Travis said
Dr. Brown has a good chance of winning the election
Sept. 15. However, it is important that the STRS
Board hear from retirees stressing that Dr. Brown’s
expertise is needed and that the Board needs the
diversity by adding a member from higher education.
Write to Ms. Deborah Scott, Chair, with copies to the
other Board members: Eugene Norris, Michael Billi-
rakis, Jack Chapman, Joe Endry, Betty Montgomery,
James Petro, Susan Zelman, all at STRS headquar-

m The STRS Board limited travel to three out-of-state
trips with a total of $6,000 except for "due diligence
of their duties." A midyear 7% reduction in operating
budget was instituted with minor reductions made in
staff. The halt to non-investment staff bonuses was
extended, but discussed was resurrecting bonuses
for outperforming market benchmarks even if the
end result is a negative one. The board asked for a
legal opinion as to whether they are obligated to pay
bonuses that have been promised.

m The May issue of the STRS newsletter outlined
the health care program changes that go into effect
in January 2004, changes approved at the Board
May 26.

m The Ohio Council of Higher Education Retirees is
now affiliated with Ohio Retired Teachers Associa-
tion.

STATE LEGISLATION

m Rep. Schneider introduced HB227 that will
change the make up of the Board by adding a sec-
ond retired teacher and eliminating one of the five
"active" teachers. Rep. Bob Latta supports this.
Sen. Randy Gardner's office says a working Senate
group is considering a companion bill for HB227. At-
torney General Petro has indicated he seeks legisla-
tion removing two elected members and replacing
them with aretiree and an outside director. The im-
balance on the Board is being recognized. STRS

HB63 and HB176 deal with re-employment re-
strictions and speak to “double dipping.” There
could be an impact for STRS also with these ac-
tions.

HR75 reduces the Government Pension Offset
(GPQO) from 2/3 to 1/3 of the non-Social Security gov-
ernment pension amount, and HR594 repeals the
GPO and the Windfall Elimination Provision) WOP.
Both are in the Ways and Means Committee and
have been referred to the SubCommittee on Social
Security.

HB2611 exempts military retirees who served
more than 20 years from WEP. HR2011 applies
WEP to amounts exceeding $2,000 of SS and non-
