A graduate
assistantship provides full-time students with tuition remission and a stipend in exchange for up to 20
hours of work per week for 15 weeks. The appointments are typically made for the academic year,
beginning with the fall semester.

Activities most likely include work associated with research, teaching assistant, or administrative.

• Computer skills or willingness to learn (e.g., Word, Excel, PowerPoint, Canvas, Prezi, Google
