100 years in print: Newest history of BGSU

S ANTICIPA-
TION of Bowl-
ing Green State

University’s centennial
celebration in 2010, Presi-
dent Sidney Ribeau asked
Dr. Gary Hess to write a
history of BGSU. Hess
provided his view about
what he hoped to accom-
plish with this institu-
tional history in his pref-
ace, writing that, “it is a
history, not an encyclope-
dia” and what he hopes
will “emerge is the central
story of a changing insti-
tution and its accomplish-
ments” (page 6).

His hope
certainly has been
attained with this book.
He traces the histo-
ry through the leader-
ship of the 10 presidents
each of whom has been
instrumental in “setting
the tone and direction of
the University” (page 5).

BGSU's first President,
Homer Williams, oversaw
the building of a campus,
hiring of a faculty, devel-
opment of a curriculum,
and he advocated in the
state legislature that this
normal school become, by
1935, a university. Hess
highlights the presiden-
cy of more student-orient-
ed Frank Prout and his
management of decreasing
enrollment during WWII
and the massive increase
in students during the
post-War period.

Ralph McDonald’s desire
to transform the Universi-
ty by raising faculty sala-
ries along with expec-
tations of completing
doctorates and increasing
research and publication.
Hess devotes an entire
chapter to the later years
of McDonald’s presidency,
and specifically the spring
of 1961, when student and
faculty protests and inter-
vention by the state legis-
lature resulted in McDon-
ald’s resignation. The
previous two histories
written on BGSU did not
treat this event with any
detail. Hess describes

this time period and the
controversy, which still
today can elicit emotion-
al responses, in a balanced
and scholarly manner.

ESS continues with

well-researched
descriptions of the pres-
idencies of William
Jerome, Hollis Moore,
Paul Olscamp and Sidney
Ribeau, discussing the
growth and change occur-
ring with the organiza-
tional structure, facilities,
faculty, areas of research
and excellence, student
involvement, technolo-
gy, and fund raising, all
of which were imprinted
with the personality, inter-
ests, and opinions of each
of these presidents.

Hess ends with a brief
overview of the presiden-
cy of Carol Cartwright
and a look to the next one
hundred years. He also
includes the contributions
made by the presidents
who served for short terms
or in interim positions.

A major strength of
this book is its format.
Hess takes a complex
institutional history and
writes with detail, and
with clarity. Although
largely an administrative
history of the Universi-
ty, many sidebars provide
details on student life,
key events, buildings, and
people.

These sidebars
provide depth and richness
to the institutional story.

BGSU’s Office of Market-
ing and Communication
also should be commend-
ed for creating a very high
quality publication. One
criticism is the lack of an
index. Because this book
is so well researched and
written, it is a shame that
an index was not provided.
Overall, Bowling Green
State University 1910-
2010: A Legacy of Excel-
lence will provide read-
ers now and in the future
with an accurate and very
interesting history of this
University. Q4

BGSU President Frank Prout
hired Paul Jones in 1941 to teach
and to establish the University
News Bureau as its first director —
“to acquaint the people of north-
western Ohio, the state and the
nation with the University and the
operations and services it offered.”

The Joneses were married for
64 years, until Paul’s death in 2005
at the age of 91.

Maurine was a 1936 gradu-
ate of Denison University, where
she majored in music and attend-
ed graduate school at The Ohio
State University. Paul graduated
from Ohio Wesleyan, and earned a
BGSU master’s in history in 1961. Q
