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All students must meet BGSU’s university, general education, college, and program specific degree requirements effective at the time the student enters the
program.

¢ At least one course in Quantitative Literacy

¢ At least two courses in each of the following three domains: Humanities and the Arts, Social and Behavioral Sciences, and Natural Sciences
e At least one International Perspective* course and one Cultural Diversity in the United States** course
¢ Additional courses from any of the five domains listed above to reach a minimum of 36 credit hours.
