 A senator noticed discrepencies in use of doctor titles based on gender

gender 

 We should promote an environment to respect peoples academic titles 

 Popular Culture (MA): Some Individuals prefer to go by their first name, based on their 

pronouns/gender orientation; acknowledged in the chat that doctor is generally a safe 

gender-neutral title  

 The Vice President: Apologies for any misunderstanding/miscommunication in 

addressing senators and contributing to the culture; acknowledgement that some people 

come from departments where first names for titled faculty are standard
