She began her professional career while still in high school playing 
second bassoon with the Wichita Symphony. She has since played 
as principal bassoon of the Virginia Symphony Orchestra, assistant 
principal bassoon of the Mexico City Philharmonic and was a four-
year member of the New World Symphony under the direction of 
Michael Tilson Thomas. She has performed with the San Antonio, 
Toledo, Ann Arbor and Windsor Symphonies and has also played in 
the orchestras of several major music festivals, including the Sunflower 
Music Festival, Sarasota Opera, the National Repertory Orchestra, 
the National Orchestral Institute, the Banff Music Festival and the 
Pacific Music Festival. Her orchestral engagements have taken her to 
major cities throughout Europe, Asia and South America; she can be 
heard on orchestral recordings on the Argo Records, BMG Classics 
and Summit record labels. She has been featured with the University 
of Michigan Symphony Orchestra, the New World Symphony and 
the St. Louis Symphony as the winner of the St. Louis Symphony 
Young Artist Competition.
