Tenor Christopher Scholl spent almost 20 years in Europe, where he 
enjoyed a highly successful career in opera, oratorio and recitals. He 
earned a bachelor’s degree from Ithaca College and a master’s degree 
from the Eastman School of Music. While pursuing his doctoral studies 
at Eastman, he took a leave of absence to study at the Conservatory 
of Music in Luebeck, Germany. 

While a resident of Kiel, Germany, Professor Scholl performed 
throughout Europe, singing in cities such as Munich, Mannheim, 
Kiel, Rostock, Paris, Marseilles and Trieste. He also collaborated with 
esteemed conductors such as Jiri Kout, Klauspeter Siebel, Wolfgang 
Sawallisch, Gerard Oskamp and Carlos Kleiber, as well as working 
with stage directors Klaus von Wangelin, Uwe Schwarz and Jean-
Pierre Ponnelle. 

His operatic repertoire embraces music from the Baroque to the 
20th Century and Broadway. Among his roles include Anastasio 
in Vivaldi’s Guistino, Tamino in Mozart’s Die Zauberflöte, Pang in 
Puccini’s Turandot, Flamand in Richard Strauss’s Capriccio, Hans Scholl 
in Zimmerman’s Die Weisse Rose and Frank in the world premiere 
of Bialas’s Auf der Matrazen Gruft (On the Grave of Mattresses), an 
opera about the life of the German poet Heinrich Heine. Professor 
Scholl also excels in operetta, having portrayed such characters as 
Barenky in Johann Strauss’ Der Ziegeunerbaron and Eisenstein in 
Die Fledermaus. 

At home on the concert stage as well, he has also performed nu-
merous oratorios and song recitals throughout Germany and Europe, 
frequently in duo recital with his wife Ellen.

Kevin Bylsma joined the music faculty this fall as the College's new 
voice/opera coach. He has previously held academic positions at 
Adrian College and the University of Michigan School of Music. 
He also serves as the artistic director of The Ann Arbor Festival 
of Song and as the assistant organist at the historic Mariners’ 
Church of Detroit. Bylsma has coached, prepared and performed in 
countless mainstage productions and outreach programs at Toledo 
Opera, Michigan Opera Theatre in Detroit, OPERA!Lenawee, 
Lyric Chamber Ensemble of Detroit, Papagena Opera Company 
of Ann Arbor and others, and  has appeared throughout North 
America and Europe as an organist, pianist and accompanist. 
Recently he partnered Irina Mishura and Michelle DeYoung in 
several of their Midwestern recitals, and has accompanied master 
classes with Diana Soviero and Marilyn Horne. Bylsma has served 
the Adrian and Greater Lansing Symphony Orchestras as principal 
keyboardist, and has been the winner of a number of competi-
tive awards, including the Robert Glasgow Organ Scholarship 
from the University of Michigan and the Lucille Mehaffie Young 
Artist Award.

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Meet the Artists

Ellen Scholl spent 15 years singing professionally in Europe, where 
she presented recitals and performed extensively in operas and orato-
rios. She holds a bachelor’s degree from Northern Illinois University 
and a master’s degree from De Paul University. After teaching and 
performing in the Chicago area, she moved to Hagen, Germany, to 
begin her European career. Scholl later moved to Munich to sing at 
the Bavarian State Opera and, in 1988, to Kiel with her husband 
Christopher. Her opera roles include Cherubino in The Marriage of 
Figaro, Dorabella in Cosi fan tutte, Octavian in Der Rosenkavalier and 
Conception in L’Heure Espangole. Her oratorio roles include Attalia 
and Elijah. Scholl has also been featured on German television and 
radio, singing with the North German Radio, Bavarian Radio and 
ZDF (Central German Television). While in Germany, she was a 
member of the voice faculty at the Christian Albrecht Universitaet 
in Kiel. Presently an adjunct member of the voice faculty at Findlay 
University and BGSU, she continues to be an active performer in 
recitals and oratorios around the country.
