About the Artists

William  B. Mathis is associate professor of trombone and chair 
of music performance studies at the College. Prior to his ap-
pointment at BGSU, he served on the faculty of Northwestern 
State University of Louisiana for 13 years. Mathis has performed 
recitals and chamber music concerts at universities and music 
festivals throughout the United States, including the Festival at 
Sandpoint, New York Brass Conference, International Trombone 
Festival, Eastern Trombone Workshop, Second International 
Brassfest and the Keystone and Rafael Mendez Brass Institutes. 
From 1989-2000 he was member of the Shreveport Symphony 
and has performed with the Toledo, Utah, Wichita, Longview  
(Texas) and Rapides (La.) symphonies. In 1997 he was principal 
trombonist with the Eisenstadt Summer Festival Orchestra in 
performances in Austria and Hungary. A member of the LATEX 
Trombone Quartet, he currently serves as principal trombone 
in the Adrian (Mich.) Symphony and is a member of the Glass 
City Brass Quintet. Mathis holds a bachelor’s of music education 
from Wichita State University and a master’s and doctorate from 
the University of Michigan in trombone performance.

Laura Melton has been a prize winner in several major inter-
national competitions including the Clara Haskil Competition 
in Switzerland and the Mendelssohn Competition in Germany. 
She has also performed with the National Symphony Orchestra, 
the Freiburg Musikhochschule Orchester in Germany and the 
San Francisco Chamber Players, taught at the Interlochen Arts 
Camp and has appeared in summer festivals such as Ravinia, 
Aspen and Sarasota. Melton holds a bachelor’s from the Uni-
versity of Maryland, a master’s from the University of Southern 
California and a doctorate from Rice University. In addition, she 
spent three years in Germany as a Fulbright Scholar, earning the 
solistendiplom while studying at the Staatliche Hochschule für 
Musik in Freiburg. Prior to her BGSU appointment, she was 
on the faculty of the Idyllwild Arts Academy.
