  Profiles
Janice L. Minor is the clarinet professor at James Madison University. A native of 
Long Island, N.Y., Minor began her clarinet studies at the age of 15 while attending 
the Juilliard School of Music Preparatory Division. She earned a bachelor’s degree 
from the State University of New York-Purchase College where she studied with Ben 
Armato of the Metropolitan Opera Orchestra. She graduated with a double master’s  
in music performance and music education from Northwestern University, where 
she studied with Clark Brody and Robert Marcellus. Minor was the director of bands 
for eight years in Park Ridge, Ill. She held the principal clarinet position with the 
Northwest Symphony Orchestra for four years and a second clarinet position with 
the Richmond Symphony Orchestra in Richmond, Ind. Minor worked with Chicago 
Symphony Orchestra clarinetists, Larry Combs and John Bruce Yeh, while earning 
an artist diploma from DePaul University and recently completed a doctorate from 
the Cincinnati College-Conservatory of Music, where she studied with Ronald de 
Kant. Minor has been a soloist with the United States Army Band Pershing’s Own, the 
Northwest Symphony Orchestra, the Cincinnati Conservatory of Music Eighteenth 
Century Ensemble and the James Madison University Symphony Orchestra, Jazz 
Ensemble and Wind Symphony. As an active orchestral musician, she has performed 
with the Cincinnati Symphony Orchestra, the Cincinnati Pops, the Cincinnati Opera, 
the Richmond Symphony Orchestra in Richmond, Virginia, Opera Roanoke and is 
a regular substitute with the Roanoke Symphony Orchestra. Minor has performed 
at the International Clarinet Association/ClarinetFest, the University of Oklahoma 
Clarinet Symposium, the Aspen Music Festival, the Staunton Music Festival and was a 
featured soloist with the Lucca Music Festival in Italy. She is a member of The Mont-
pelier Wind Quintet, the faculty woodwind quintet in-residence at James Madison 
University, which has performed at the John. F. Kennedy Center for the Performing 
Arts, The Midwest Clinic, the Virginia Music Educators Association Conference and 
the National Flute Association Conference. Minor is also a member of the award win-
ning Prestige Clarinet Quartet and has performed on soundtracks for The Discovery 
Channel and National Geographic.

Pianist Gabriel Dobner first appeared in concert in Europe in 1991 as part of a 
chamber music festival with various members of the Villa Musica Chamber Music 
Ensemble based in Mainz, Germany. In 1993, he was awarded a German Academic 
Exchange Scholarship (DAAD) to study lied accompanying in Munich with Helmut 
Deutsch. The following year he won the special accompanist prize in the International 
Hans Pfitzner Lieder Competition in Munich. While living in Augsburg, Dobner 
quickly established himself as one of Germany’s most sought after collaborative pia-
nists. These collaborations led to performances in many of the major concert venues 
in Europe. Dobner has recorded for both the Ottavo and MDG labels. In addi-
tion to CD recordings, he has recorded forthe Bayrischer Rundfunk, Südwestfunk, 
Westdeutscher Rundfunk Mitteldeutscher Rundfunk, Chubo-Nippon Broadcasting 
Company in Japan and Saint Paul Sunday. 

Dobner received his bachelor’s degree in piano performance from Chicago Musical 
College of Roosevelt University, where he studied with Ludmila Lazar. He then went 
on to Indiana University to earn his master’s degree with James Tocco, as well as his 
doctorate with Leonard Hokanson, eventually becoming his teaching assistant.

Dobner joined the faculty at James Madison University in fall 2001. Previous 
teaching engagements include Indiana University and the Nürnberg/Augsburg Hoch-
schule für Musik in Germany.
