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About the Artist

Andrew Pelletier is a Grammy award-winning soloist and 
chamber musician regularly performing across the United States. 
The first-prize winner of the 1997 and 2001 American Horn 
Competition, he has appeared as a soloist at the International 
Horn Society Annual Symposia in 1997, 2003 and 2005. Pel-
letier is in regular demand for artistic residencies and clinics at 
universities and music schools. 

An active chamber musician, he is a member of Southwest 
Chamber Music, with which he won the 2005 Grammy award 
for Best Classical Recording (Small Ensemble). As an orchestral 
performer, he is the principal horn of the Ann Arbor Symphony, 
and has performed as principal horn for the Ann Arbor Bal-
let Theatre, Michigan Symphonietta, Long Beach Camerata, 
Maine Chamber Ensemble, Santa Barbara Symphony and 
Portland (Maine) Ballet. A regular performer with the Toledo 
Symphony and Michigan Opera Theatre Orchestra, he has also 
performed with the New West Symphony, Portland (Maine) 
Symphony and Portland Opera Repertory Theatre. 

Pelletier spent over seven years as a freelance performer in 
Los Angeles and can be heard on film soundtracks as Lethal 
Weapon 4, Against the Ropes, Frequency and various television 
movies for Lifetime TV and the Sci-Fi Channel.

He holds a bachelor’s degree from the University of South-
ern Maine, and a master’s and doctorate from the University 
of Southern California. His primary teachers are John Boden, 
James Decker and trumpeter Roy Poper. Pelletier has recorded 
for Cambria Master Classics, MSR Classics and Koch Inter-
national labels. Prior to his BGSU appointment, he taught at 
the Portland Conservatory, University of Southern California 
and Moorpark College. 

Michael Gartz teaches applied organ and accompanies student 
recitals and studio classes, as well as the musical theatre work-
shop and the opera workshop at Adrian College. He graduated 
from the Eastman School of Music with a bachelor’s degree in 
organ performance, and a minor in piano.  Further studies were 
undertaken at Eastman in musicology. Currently, Gartz serves 
as the organist at St. Mark’s Episcopal Church in Toledo. 

As a freelance accompanist, he has worked both in Ann 
Arbor and Toledo for the past 20 years. Gartz is well-known 
internationally as the owner of “Liberty Music,” a mail-order 
firm specializing in rare classical 78-rpm records. Many records 
from his personal collection of 30,000 discs have been used in 
various CD transfers. His particular field of study, uniting his 
background as a performing musician and record collector,  is 
performance practice of the romantic era, with emphasis on 
early recordings by composers and their pupils. He resides in 
Perrysburg with his wife Gosia.
