	 Resident Student:	 $475 ($22 per day meal allowance)	  
Resident student plan includes tuition, $50 non-refundable administration fee, campus hous-
ing and meals from Sunday check-in through camp “Finale Concert.” 

	 Commuting Student:	 $370 ($17 per day meal allowance)  
$280 (without meals) 
Commuter students may also purchase meals in the cafeteria or bring sack lunches from home. 
There is no access to a refrigerator for those bringing lunches from home.

Tuition covers all program instruction, master classes, rehearsals and admission to evening concerts. Also includes passes 
to Student Recreation Center, souvenir camp photo, T-shirt and services of the University Health Center during the week.
