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A recovering animal is to be examined a minimum of once every half-hour until full recovery and subsequent replacement in the home cage.  A fully recovered animal will have regained normal posture, have no openly bleeding or weeping wounds and be self-motivated to move.  The animal should also display an interest in its environment.  

If none of the participants in the Procedure are available to monitor the recovering animal, the personnel of the Animal Facility Office may be asked to examine the animal during the interval when those who performed the Procedure cannot.   Assistance must be requested for each procedure on an individual basis.
