R. Eric Moore, a past president of the Virgin Idands Bar Association and active civil defense litigation
attorney in St. Croix, died Sunday, October 13, 2002, following a long illness. Mr. Moore had
practiced law in the Virgin Idands since 1971 and regularly appeared in litigation before the U.S.
Digrict Court of the Virgin Idands and the U.S. Court of Appeas for the Third Circuit. He was
selected to the prestigious International Society of Barristersin 2001 and had participated as a member
of the Board of Bar Examiners of the Virgin Idands since 1993. Mr. Moore was a past member of the
Board of Directors of the Historicad Society for the Third Circuit Court of Appeals and a member of the
Third Circuit Task Force for Equa Treatment in

the Courts, Commission on Race and Ethnicity. He had dso served as a member of the Full Time U.S.
Magigrate Selection Committee and Delegate to the Lawyers Advisory Committee for the U.S. Court
of Appeds for the Third Circuit (1989-1991). Mr. Moore was a member of the Defense Research
Ingtitute and American Bar Association. Mr. Moore came to St Croix as an attorney with Volunteersin
Sarviceto America (VISTA) in 1971 after receiving his B.A. degree in 1968 from Bowling Green State
University and his JD. degree in 1971 from Ohio State University College of Law. Mr. Moore
thereafter served as adtaff atorney for Legd Services of the Virgin Idands and later became the firgt
Territorid Court Public Defender for the idand of S. Croix. Mr. Moore then served as an Assigtant
United States Attorney in St. Croix. Mr. Moore entered private practice with David V. OBrien in
1978, forming the Law Firm of OBrien and Moore. In 1981, when David V. OBrien accepted
gppointment to the United States District Court Judgeship, Mr. Moore began practicing as the Law
Offices of R. Eric Moore. Mr. Moore is survived by his wife, Michdle, and many other family
members throughout the United States.
