Personal behavior or interpersonal interaction that puts oneself at risk, threatens
fellow students, or disrupts students” academic or cultural experience.

Use of illicit drugs or use of prescription drugs in violation of medical guidelines.
Consumption of alcohol by those under the age of 21.

Consumption of alcohol (regardless of age) that leads to disruptive or threatening
behavior.
