5. If you or your parents/step-parents did not keep a copy of their 2007 federal income tax return, a copy of a
tax return transcript can be requested from the IRS. You may call 1-800-829-1040 or request an IRS Form
4506-T available on line at www.irs.gov. Please sigh and date any tax documents before submitting to
Student Financial Aid.

6. Acceptable 2007 federal tax documents include 1040, 1040A, 1040EZ, e-file return (not IRS Form 8453),
and amended returns. . Some types of federal aid are not able to be disbursed until a final tax return has
been submitted to SFA.
