Facilities and HEI Reporting 

• Handouts of the HEI formats for facilities reporting were distributed.  The reports represented were: 

o Facility Change File (FC) 

o Course Section Schedule File (CS) 

o Physical Structure File (PS) 
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o Area Inventory File (AI) 

o Other Source of Funds (OS) 

o Other Use of Instructional Rooms (OR) 

• Jodi Sickler was asked to demonstrate the corresponding Facilities CICS screens that are currently being used by 
Capital Planning:  ROOM and BLDG.  This data base resides outside on SIS but on the mainframe. 

o The ROOM and BLDG screens are custom CICS transaction screens that were developed by ITS to track 
Building and Room information relative to Space Management.  This information is maintained by Capital 
Planning.  They are both outside of the AMS SIS system.  To access these two transactions, the user types 
ÒROOMÓ or ÒBLDGÓ from the NEWS screen.  BLDG and ROOM transactions are located on the mainframe 
today.  Therefore, we need to identify a home for this information within the PeopleSoft implementation.  

o There is also a BLDG and ROOM CICS transaction within the AMS SIS System which is maintained by 
Registration and Records for classroom scheduling.  The building and room information that is stored on SIS 
is different information than what space management tracks.      

• Files for the ÒOther Use of Instructional Rooms (OR)Ó HEI f ile are extracted from Resource25. 

• The ÒOther Use of Instructional Rooms (OR)Ó and ÒCourse Section Schedule File (CS)Ó files are submitted every 
other February (every 2 years). 

• All other HEI f iles for facilities are submitted annually in a window that occurs between December and February. 

• R&R manually keeps the tables in sync between Resource 25 and SIS BLDG and ROOM Tables.  

Facilities BLDG Table 

• The key to this table is a 5 digit numeric Building Code.  Note:  The Space Management building codes are different 
from the 4 character alphanumeric building codes on the AMS/SIS BLDG table.   

• This is a separate building table maintained by Capital Planning.   

• The Facilities Building Table is manually maintained and contains information such as:  Location, Building Book 
Value, Physical Condition, Source of Funds, Square footage, Date of Construction, and Owned versus leased building 
information. 

• In Resource 25 square footage is available by room, but not by building. 

• Estimated book value is the value to replace the building today.   

Q:  Is this maintained by Capital Planning? 
A:  Yes.  Capital Planning tries to coordinate this information closely with Risk Management and Facilities.   

Q:  Is there any coordination with FMS?  Does any of the f inancial information get to FMS?  Is any extract 
information sent to FMS?   
A: There are no interfaces that anyone is aware of at this time.  

Q:  In the new system, would it be ok to translate the building Physical Condition Codes into new 2-character codes 
that correspond to the codes used by the state report?   
A:  Yes.  This would be ok. 

• Source of Funds field represents the state codes for renovations that have occurred over time.  (Major, Intermediate 1, 
Intermediate 2, Minor codes and the corresponding Amount)    These would represent state funds only.  These are 
cumulative amounts for basic renovations.  The user canÕt identify amounts that were spent from year to year.  

Q: Local Funds Ð what is the source of this information? 
A: The University has a small fund from which they can approve small renovations.   

o The ÒOther Source of Funds (OS)Ó file captures funds other than state funds.  This information is stored on 
an Excel Spreadsheet. 

• Ice Arena is an example of a building run by an auxiliary project.  These projects are tracked by the individual 
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 auxiliaries but still need to be reported to the state.  This involves a manual process to track these projects.   

Q:  How is this accomplished?  
A:  As Capital Planning becomes aware of these projects, they begin to track them.  There is no formal procedure to 
route these projects through Capital Planning.  

• Capital Planning creates their own spreadsheet to track additional fund sources such as student fees and local levies 
used for renovations. 

• All local funds are controlled by BGSU and are in FMS.  State Renovation funds are not in FMS. 

 

Facilities – ROOM Table 

• The ROOM screen allows Capital Planning to track information such as:  Square footage of Room and Room 
Capacity(required for only some rooms)  

• The f ields Level, Org Unit and HEGIS code are tied to the Academic Area currently. 

• Some rooms are not reportable to the state (Gymnasium/Ballroom).  As an example of coding differences, the 
Ballroom is coded as 101 on Facilities ROOM table, but it is coded as 101A and 101B for Event Planning purposes.  
All three rooms are captured in Resource25 (overall ballroom and individual room components).   

Q: On the Course Section Schedule File (CS), how do you match up the room numbers? 
A: These are matched manually.  

• Capital Planning audits buildings for room changes annually.  If renovations are done it may adjust the capacity. 

Q:  Does R&R maintain a list of rooms available in each facility? 
A:  Yes.  We maintain them in Resource 25 and in SIS 

• HEGIS is a 6 digit codes that ties the Room to an academic area (establishes who owns the room).   This ownership is 
submitted on the Area Inventory File (AI).   This information used to be important for space rentals to determine who 
should receive the revenue from the rental.  

• If Capital Planning renovates a specific f loor of a building, they change the OBOR room code to indicate that the 
room is offline.   

• If there are any changes to a Room that is located in the Union, we have to notify Event Planning so that they can 
update an additional room scheduling system called EMS. 

Q:  Is there any need for Cost Benefit Room utilization reporting?  If this is a biology room and it is under utilized, 
what is this costing the university?  
A:  Currently BGSU uses X25 to report room utilizations. 

Q:  Does Oracle / PeopleSoft have a Facility Management Module?  
A:  Unsure if they do or not, but BGSU did not purchase it. 

• We need to develop some relationship between Capital Planning and those that maintain Asset Management in FMS.  

Q: Is there any way to eliminate the excel spreadsheet that Capital Planning is currently maintaining? 
A: Capital Planning sees their priorities as: Number 1  ÐState Reporting requirements, Number 2 Ð Management of 
Information concerning Renovations 

• There is a desire to create a system that meets Capital PlanningÕs needs even if it is just replicating the system in place 
today.   

• The Facility Change File (FC) is submitted when an existing building changes name or changes building code. 

• For Leased Property, the original building code in Facilities begins withÓLÓ.  If we eventually purchase the property, 
the building code will be changed.  After the purchase, the building code will be changed to a 5 character numeric 
code.  

• If building is torn down, it just ceases to be reported to OBOR. 
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• It would be nice for the system to interface directly with Resource 25. 

Reporting 

• Reporting aspects of the system are irrelevant at this point until we identify where this data will reside in the new 
system and what the reporting strategy will be at that time. 

• Jodi will provide screen prints of Capital PlanningÕs BLDG and ROOM CICS screens. 

Q:  How do we know whether the buildings and rooms are related to Firelands? 
A:  Institution code = 4 is Firelands; Institution code = 1 is Main campus. (NOTE: Upon further investigation it was 
foung that all BGSU buildings institution code = 1, Branch code (fil led in only for branch locations) = 4 for Firelands.  
The branch code is an additional field after the institution code.) 

• Other off-campus buildings are not tracked as off-campus but are tracked as Main campus. (BG@100, Off campus 
warehouse, Farm are examples). 

Other Use of Instructional Rooms (OR) 

Q: Do we report on Non Credit courses? 
A: Yes.  All activities in all classrooms are reported. 

Locations 

• We need to assign different fees depending on where the course is taught. 

• We are also planning to have multiple locations but actual decisions have not been made yet. 

• Firelands has many high school classes.   

Next Steps 

• The SR Team will need to perform modeling to see where this data is best stored.  There is a need to understand what 
product should be used to maintain this information.   

• To date, conversations have not taken place regarding the replacement of the Facilities BLDG and ROOM data base.  
Capital Planning has been told that their system will be going away in 2009.  Bob Waddle needs to champion the 
replacement of the BLDG and ROOM with the Facility Management System (FMS).  Chris Cox agreed to escalate 
this item with the BG@100 Management Team.  

• Involve Capital Planning in our future discussions of what to do with BLDG and ROOM for Facilities.  FMS System 
also tracks Locations for Building and Rooms.      

• Need to compare FMS and CSS to help identify where our facilities information should live.  Need to look at 
locations and the level of detail of the locations that are being stored.  

• Reporting and Interface leads will need a list of batch jobs that are related to HEI reporting.   The submission window 
opens the first week of December and closes the first week of February for HEI reporting.   

 

 

Identify Fit(s) 
SRFG023 Ð F01 PS has various f ields throughout the system which may aid in the collection of needed data for Space 
Management such as buildings, rooms and locations. 

SRFG023 - F02 The current Space Management processing utilizes information from Resource 25.  This 3rd party system will 
continue to be used with PS. 

SRFG023 - F03 There will be ways to differentiate whether a location/building is associated with Firelands, Main Campus or 
off-campus. 

SRFG023 Ð F04  The Facilities table allows the assignment of an owner via the Academic Organization assignment.  This 
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 differs from the current HEGIS code assignment but provides the same functionality. 

 

Identify Gap(s) 
SRFG023 - G01 There are no delivered reports or interfaces which meet the HEI reporting needs associated with Facilities. 
(Champion/Sponsor: Sue Lau, Chris Cox, Bob Waddle) 

SRFG023 - G02 PS does not come with a Facility Management module.  As such, there is no true functionality geared toward 
the management of the data that exists in SIS, although some functionality exists throughout modules. (Champion/Sponsor: 
Sue Lau, Chris Cox, Bob Waddle) 

 

Issue Log Items 
SRFG023 Ð I271 The SR Team will need to perform modeling to see where this data is best stored.  Need to review the level of 
detail that is currently being used for locations in HR and FMS.  There is a need to understand what product should be used to 
maintain this information.  (SR, HR, FMS) (Laura W) 

SRFG023 Ð I272 Involve Capital Planning in our future discussions of what to do with BLDG and ROOM for Facilities.  FMS
