You are invited to apply for the Administrative Staff Scholarship.  This Scholarship is given annually to a part-time or full-time undergraduate student who has at least two (2) semesters of course work remaining before graduation, ranks in the top 10% of his/her College, demonstrates unmet financial need and provides leadership/service to BGSU and/or the community.  (One need not receive financial aid in order to qualify.)  In order to qualify, a minimum of 60 class credit hours in a four-year program or 30 class credit hours in a two-year program must be completed by the end of Spring 2012.  The scholarship of up to $1,000 is used to pay education-related expenses.  Payment of the award is made in two installments during the semesters of enrollment from funds deposited with the BGSU Foundation.  Applicants must be in attendance at BGSU during the Fall Semester, 2012.  Finalists will be interviewed.  Please complete and return a hard copy of the application by Tuesday, March 13, 2012 at 4:30 p.m. to:  ASC Scholarship Committee, c/o Benjamin Martin, Student and Academic Services, 102 Education, BGSU, Bowling Green, OH  43403.
