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Dieter Sperl is an Austrian novelist and 
poet. He lives and works in Vienna, where 
has been an editor for several publications. 

He was artist in residence at Aberdeen 
University in Scotland in 2000. His recent 
books include Random Walker (2005), a 
“film journal” of short texts inspired while 

watching movies, and Absichtslos 
(Unintentional, 2007), a novel in vignettes 
about Vienna. His work is inspired in part 

by the practices of Zen, and his texts 
encourage the reader to participate in 

making meaning.
