Exercise - Why did these advertisements fail?
1. An airplane company was established and named itself after a well-known Australian bird, the “Emu”. Unfortunately, the tickets did not sell – why is that so?

2. The ad presenting dirty clothes on the left-hand picture, washing powder in the middle and clean clothes on the right hand picture was not successful in some Arabic countries.  Why?

3. A commercial showing a young girl cleaning the room after her brother using very efficient detergent raised serious discussion in Canada.

In small groups students discuss these ads and try to come up with possible solutions. Solutions are discussed in a forum and if there are some doubts about solutions another sheet of paper is distributed with results, but not in order. Again in groups students have to match the problem with the right solution.

Answers:

a) In Arabic we read from right to left.

b) Emus do not fly.

c) The commercial was considered sexist.

Debriefing – There are differences between nations and cultures which we have to take into consideration.
