Assistantship and Funding Opportunities

Graduate Applicants may apply for assistantship funding through the School of HMSLS by January 15.  Selected graduate assistants receive a monthly stipend (approximately $4,800 per academic year) for a maximum of two academic years plus 100% tuition wavier, including summers.  Graduate Assistants can perform various functions such as teaching Physical Education General program courses, assisting in classroom instruction, or assisting in faculty research and special projects.  Other assistantships are available on campus through the Student Recreation Center, the Athletic Department, and Bowen-Thompson Student Union. In addition graduate students who are citizens of the United States may procure funding through a "co-op" setting which carries a full tuition waiver.  Please seek more information through the School of HMSLS Graduate Coordinator about "co-ops".  Applicants interested in applying for an HMSLS Graduate Assistantship complete the application on-line.
