GO QUICKLY TO TORNADO SHELTER AREA: 

Less than 100 occupants:  Field House employees will direct occupants to locker rooms/rest rooms, the custodial closet, offices, storage rooms, and if necessary, stairwell.

More than 100 occupants:  Field House employees will escort occupants to the west and southwest walls of track area and west wall of turf room. Occupants will be instructed to get down and place wall mats over them for protection.

Take portable radio with you. If a tornado strikes, curl up on the floor; protect your face and head with your arms, blanket, coat, etc.  Stay clear of doors and windows.  

DO NOT LEAVE AREA UNTIL TORNADO WARNING IS OVER.
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
