GO QUICKLY TO TORNADO SHELTER AREA: 

FIRST CHOICE: LOWEST FLOOR (100 LEVEL):

· Interior rooms (NOT rooms with exterior walls)

· Interior corridors (NOT corridors next to exterior walls)

SECOND CHOICE: SECOND FLOOR (200 LEVEL):

· Interior rooms (NOT rooms with exterior walls)

· Interior corridors (NOT corridors next to exterior walls) 

AVOID GYMS AND LARGE OPEN AREAS

Take portable radio with you. If a tornado strikes, curl up on the floor; protect your face and head with your arms, blanket, coat, etc.  Stay clear of doors and windows.

DO NOT LEAVE AREA UNTIL TORNADO WARNING IS OVER.
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
