The IACUC has approved the production of polyclonal antibodies in rabbits, guinea pigs, and chickens by the AF staff following a specific antibody production protocol.  This protocol utilizes Freund's complete adjuvant (FCA) for the initial immunization and Incomplete Freund’s adjuvant (IFA) for booster injections.  The injection route is either intradermal utilizing multiple sites (rabbits) or intramuscular (chickens) utilizing multiple sites.  Details on the preparation of the antigen-adjuvant mixture and on the immunization protocol are attached to this form.  The antigen-adjuvant preparation must be prepared in your laboratory at present, AF has no acceptable facilities, and the immunization protocol and blood collections must be performed by AF staff under this protocol.  Charges for the immunization procedure and blood collection are minimal and limited to cost recovery.

To utilize this protocol for antibody production the following form must be completed by the investigator. The information provided will assist AF in providing the best support services and permit the required review of the necessity for antibody production to the proposed immunogen by the IACUC.
