Re: Faculty Research Committee Annual Report FY 1998/99

The 1998/99 Faculty Research Committee (FRC) was comprised of: Dr. Ernest Ezell, Chair
(Technology), Dr. Roudabeh Jamasbi (Health and Human Services), Dr. William O’Brien (A&S
Psychology), Dr. Raj Padmaraj (Business Administration/spring semester), Dr. Srinivasan
Raghunathan (Business Administration/fall semester), Dr. Tatiana Panas (Firelands), Dr. K.V.
Rao (A&S Social Sciences), Dr. Elizabeth Wood (Libraries & Learning Resources), Dr. Carol Hess
(Musical Arts), Dr. Michael Ogawa (Provost’s appointee), Dr. Dawn Hentges (Education and
Human Development) and Dr. Elaine Colprit (probationary faculty appointee). Ex-officio
members included: Dr. Joyce Gromko, Associate Dean of the Graduate College, as appointed
representative for Dr. Steven Ballard and Dr. Holly Myers-Jones who served as Executive
Secretary.

Dr. Ezell, Dr. Raghunathan, Dr. Panas, Dr. Hess, and Dr. Colprit completed their terms of service
on the FRC this year. They are all to be commended for their dedicated service to the FRC and
BGSU over the past year.

Dr. William O’Brien has been elected to serve as FRC Chair for 1999/2000. The Committee
welcomes new members Dr. Ed Duling (Musical Arts), Dr. Sri Kolla (Technology), Dr. Angela
Nelson (A & S Humanities), Dr. Timothy Jurkovac (Firelands), Dr. Terry Richardson
(probationary faculty appointee), and Dr. Glenn Shields (HHS/AY replacement for Roudabeh
Jamasbi who is on AY leave).

Administratively, the FRC was assisted by Ms. Robin Euler, Grants Coordinator, and Ms. Laurie
Rodgers, Grants Administration Graduate Assistant, both of the SPAR office. Ms. Euler & Ms.
Rodgers handled FRC budgets and accounting while secretarial support was provided by a
departmental secretary.

The FRC received 132 travel grant applications requesting $52,800 in support. Of these, 115 were
funded for a total of $46,000. Each travel grant award was for $400. A majority of the travel grants
which were denied were denied due to late submission.



The FRC released the first request for proposals for the Research Incentive Grant. Research
Incentive Grants are designed to encourage probationary faculty to write and submit proposals for
sizable grants from external funding agencies.

A total of 20 applications were submitted for the new Research Incentive Grant Program
requesting $110,000. The committee made 9 awards. The total amount expended on awards was

$49,500.

A detailed breakdown of all FRC programs is provided in the attached report.
