OhioLINK Exercise

This exercise will introduce you to OhioLINK, the statewide book borrowing program among Ohio academic libraries. As a student at BGSU, you have the ability to borrow books from other Ohio college and university libraries for FREE. You do not need to come to the library to get started on this assignment. You can do this from your residence hall or off-campus. You will need your P number handy though. Here is how to proceed:

· Pick a title from the resource list below that is of interest to you. This is the book that you will be requesting through the OhioLINK system and writing a review of in your own words.

· Go to the Library's main web page: http://www.bgsu.edu/colleges/library/ 

· Select OhioLINK Catalog (located in the left column). 

· Do a title or author search for the book in the OhioLINK Catalog. 

· You may have several books by the same title to choose from. Pick the one with the most recent publication date if possible. Any edition will do. 

· Once you have identified the appropriate record for the book you wish to order, click on the hypertext link "#OhioLINK LIBRARIES HAVE THIS ITEM" (shortly after the title/author/publisher of the book). Scroll down and check to see if any of the copies are "available". If so, scroll back up to the top of the screen and select "REQUEST THIS ITEM". 

· The system will ask you with which institution are you affiliated and then prompt you for your first and last namd and your P#. FOLLOW THE DIRECTIONS ON THE SCREENS. You have successfully ordered a book through OhioLINK if you get the message "Item requested from [name of institution]". 

· Your book should arrive in two to four school days. It is your responsibility to pick up the book at the circulation desk of Jerome Library. We notify you by email when the book has arrived. Remember, you can check your own library account to see if it has arrived by going to the main library web page and clicking on "My Library Account.” You could also call the circulation desk at 372-2051. 

· Once it arrives, you can check the book out for three weeks. You can usually renew the book for another three weeks. Be very careful of fines--they are .50 a day which adds up FAST! Again, you can renew the book yourself by viewing your own library account!
