Teaching and Learning Fair:


Fink met with Tim Brackenbury to plan the regional, invitation-only SoTL luncheon that will take place the day of the Fair, Friday, February 10, 2012.  Meyers is working on the development of the Fair’s webpage.  She is meeting with all learning community facilitators to touch bases with regard to their Fair plans and encourages board members to let her know if they have any suggestions.  Baron asked for information about undergraduate students presenting at the fair, and Meyers offered to share Chris Mitchell’s contact information with her.  

Toledo Museum of Art Educators’ Night:


Nearly forty people attended and participants were very pleased with the events of the evening as were the TMA staff members, especially with the number of BGSU faculty/staff who were in attendance.  Fink shared that Brian Kennedy, the Museum Director, would very much like to schedule a visual literacy conference at the TMA.  Fink will be working on collecting ideas from BGSU folks and will contact Kennedy to schedule a follow-up meeting.  Margaret Weinberger, Sociology, suggested that it would be beneficial for BGSU to have a regularly scheduled shuttle to the TMA, possibly once monthly.  

Instructure/Canvas E-portfolio Pilot:

Janice Smith of Three Canoes has met twice (by phone) with the E-portfolio and Assessment Group to begin the process of crafting best practices for e-portfolios at BGSU.  Smith will come to campus to perform an audit which will be beneficial to BGSU in terms of a path to change.
