Service-Learning for the Introductory Experience: Field Experience in EDHD 201

Every year, nearly 900 students engage in community based learning as part of their EDHD 201 Introduction to Education Class. This team taught course is designed to not only help students decide whether or not to pursue the teaching profession, but also to help impact a community agency during the discovery process. The 20 hours of service-learning take place at sites that range from school districts/classrooms, local youth groups, Wood Lane residential programs, to coaching opportunities and more.
