WSOS provides workshops, training and education for job development and placement, economic and financial stability, life skills, and family support services, as well as referrals to other partners within the BG community. Toledo GROWs:  Tuesday, March 18, 2008





Toledo GROWs is a community gardening outreach program of the Toledo Botanical Garden that involves close to 2500 citizens in Lucas and Wood counties in community gardening programs. Toledo GROWs helps low-income participants cultivate fresh produce to support a healthful and affordable diet while building community pride and stewardship. GROWs partners with neighborhood groups, public housing sites, community centers, churches, schools, and Head Start sites and designs individual programs to help each partner fulfill their mission. In all cases, GROWs furnishes partners with the knowledge and materials (seeds, plants, tools) necessary to create a successful garden. Toledo GROWs offers job training and mentoring opportunities for youth in the juvenile justice system. Toledo GROWs has a wide array of youth gardens throughout Lucas County and utilizes a variety of effective curricula to teach horticulture, nutrition, self-reliance, health, teamwork, and community pride. Toledo GROWs has worked with many BGSU departments, including public health, environmental programs, and communications. Any BGSU faculty or staff member who focuses on health-related issues, art, education, or social work would enjoy this presentation!





The Community Partnership & CAPA City:  Thursday, February 14, 2008





The Community Partnership was founded in 1996 as a systemic coalition to bring community resources together to address alcohol, tobacco, and other drug prevention and intervention issues to promote an environment that encourages healthy lifestyles. One of the Partnership’s committees, the Coalition for Youth Enrichment (CYE), convenes with youth service providers to encourage collaborative, interagency, cross-cultural leadership and activities to build a community that values and helps youth prepare for successful adult lives. One of CYE’s specific projects is the enhancement of CAPA City, which is an interactive five-day youth leadership conference in which teens are prepared for their present and future roles as involved, equipped community leaders. The Community Partnership has worked with BGSU to develop service-learning opportunities for those who wish to incorporate youth development into their coursework. Any BGSU faculty or staff member who focuses on youth development or substance abuse prevention in their courses would enjoy this presentation!
