Course Description (brief):  We will be concerned with a wide range of issues including: the role of journalism in promoting or discouraging civic engagement, the role of journalism in marginalizing or legitimating minority communities, and the potential for individual journalists to can change how journalism is done. We will discuss movements that develop and persist in response to large, mainstream media performance, such as community journalism, minority media, and civic journalism. We will be exploring both how the modern journalism impacts the civic life of the communities and country it serves and the reverse. 

Service-Learning Component Planned (brief summary):  Students in the class will participate in “Journalism PACT: Partners in Active Citizenship Today”—a project the Department of Journalism is working on with Rogers High School in Toledo. As the semester progresses we be sharing our both our knowledge about journalism and civic life and our journalism skills and insights with the students and staff at Rogers.  We will share with social studies classes some of the issues we have been exploring in class. We will also work one-on-one and in small groups--sharing our journalism writing, editing, layout and photography skills with the Rogers students and staff. We will have a chance to help the students get insights into what journalism is like and how much fun it is to tell the stories or the world around them, whether in words or pictures. However, that’s not the end of it. For the sake of the students we will be making connections as well with mainstream and community journalism in Toledo and in the process you will meet these journalists, too.

Course Description (brief):  This course seeks to explore the recent history and culture of Latino/as and Latin Americans from their own perspective. To this aim students on one hand will read and critically discuss testimonial literature as a way to represent one’s and one’s community cultural identity; further students will be introduced to basic interviewing and editing techniques used in testimonial writing. On the other hand the students will engage in service to the Latino/a community in the Northwest Ohio region. Through the service-learning experience students will have the opportunity to complement the knowledge acquired trough reading with the first hand oral accounts volunteered by community members. 

Service-Learning Component Planned (brief summary):  The service will be provided at "Adelante.  The Latino Resource Center" in Toledo, OH.  Students are required to volunteer in one of three ongoing projects at Adelante:

1. To create a Latino Advisory Committee with Leadership component. Purpose: To engage and empower Latino parents. Target population: Latino Parents of students in grades k-12th.  

2. After School Tutoring. Purpose: To provide academic assistance and mentorship to students in grades k-8th. Target population: Latino students in elementary school and/or Junior High school.

3."Leamos Juntos" Program: To foster Spanish literacy and to include parents in the learning process of their small children. Target population: Latino Parents and their 1 - 5 year old children.
