ENTRY NOTES: Minimum # of players is 6; Maximum # is 12; # of starters is 5. Must have player's correct name and PID#
or player will be dropped. Teams needing players or individuals wanting to join a team should check the web or call the
office for “free agent” information.

EQUIPMENT: Players must wear clean, flat-soled shoes (no ice skates allowed!). All on-ice players must wear hockey
helmets with full face masks. Players must supply their own helmets!

FORFEITS: Forfeits occurring during regular season will count as a contest loss and may have an adverse
effect on your team qualifying for playoffs. A second forfeit during the season drops a team from all further
play.
