Skating Lesson Information: 
 
The BGSU Ice Arena offers group skating lessons to 
skaters’ age 3 through adult.  Participants receive 6 30-
minute lessons and 30 minutes of practice per night, pass 
for 4 Public Skating sessions, US Figure Skating Basic 
Skills Program membership, a skills packet, and evaluation 
certificates and badges.  
 

Our Coaching Staff: 
 
The BGSU Ice Arena Group Lesson instructors are 
registered members of the US Figure Skating Basic 
Skills Program. They are accomplished skaters in their 
own right, and are dedicated to providing consistent, 
engaging, quality instruction and a positive experience for 
all participants.  Our coaching team meets on a monthly 
basis, in conjunction with Ice Arena management, in an 
effort to continually fine-tune our curriculum and 
disseminate information about the world of skating to 
you. 
 

Attire: 
 
Skaters need to be comfortable in a wide range of 
motion and instructors need to be able to see and 
correct body positioning.  Skaters should dress in warm 
clothing that permits freedom of movement and will need 
tight fitting mittens or gloves, no matter the outside 
temperature.  Layers are recommended while blue jeans, 
shorts, and heavy winter coats are not.   
 

Equipment – Skate Rental:  
 
Rental skates are included with program registration.  All 
sizes are available through the Skate Shop.   Skate sizes 
generally run 1 to 1 1/2 sizes smaller than street shoe 
size, except for toddlers who frequently need to move up 
one size from street shoes.  Please check with an 
instructor to verify the fit and functionality of skates.
