Eligibility Requirements (for applying for admission to the degree program) 

• Completed 30 credit hours 
• Earned an overall accumulated grade point average of 2.50 
• Earned a grade of “C” or better in SOWK 1100 and SOC 1010 

 
Application Dates  
A student may submit an application at any time. However, the Admissions Review Committee 
will review all submitted applications at once at the end of each semester. 
Deadlines for each semester are as follows: 
 November 15th for those submitting applications during Fall Semester 
 April 15th for those submitting applications during spring Semester 
 June 15th for those submitting applications during Summer Semester 
Any applications received after the deadline date will be reviewed the next semester. 
 
Application Procedure 

1. Student must obtain two written references from helping professionals. (e.g. minister, 
social worker, high school teacher, nurse, etc.). Do not use college faculty or immediate 
family members. 

a. Give the reference form, from the application, and an envelope with your name 
on the front to the persons selected. 

b. After they complete it, instruct the reference to seal the envelope and place their 
signature over the seal. 

c. Reference should return the envelope to you to attach to the applications. Letters 
not signed or opened when received may be disqualified. 

 
2. Submit a completed application assembled in correct order: 

a. You may deliver it to 223 HCT between 8:00 AM and 445 PM (M-F). 
b. Or mail it to:  Admissions Review Committee, Social Work Program, 223 Health 

Center, BGSU, Bowling Green, OH 43403. 
 

3. Students will be notified by mail of acceptance/rejection approximately two weeks after 
the end of the Final Exam week for the semester in which the application was submitted.
