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Admission requirements

Because students enrolled in the MEd in Reading program
earn the Ohio P-12 Reading Endorsement, a portion of the
requirements for admission are set by the Ohio Department
of Education/Ohio Board of Regents. These include:

e Current educator license

* Baccalaureate degree completion prior
to enrollment

* Completion of 12 prerequisite semester hours
of reading coursework (ECE, MCE, and ISS majors)
or nine prerequisite semester hours of reading
coursework (AYA, multi-age, career technical)

To gain regular status admission, applicants must have a
minimum of a 2.7/4.0 undergraduate grade point average (GPA).
Applicants with below a 2.7 may be considered for conditional
admission status. Applicants are required to submit scanned
copies of official transcripts from all colleges and universities
attended. Upon admission, final official transcripts from each
degree granting institution must be submitted. Applicants are
also required to submit passing scores on either the Praxis I
Pedagogy Test or the Ohio Assessment for Educators Pedagogy
Test. The Graduate Record Examination (GRE) is not required.

International applicants are also required to submit scores
from the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) or
the International English Language Testing System (IELTS).

Financial assistance

A limited number of academic scholarships and employment
opportunities are available for full-time students who
qualify. An undergraduate GPA of 3.0 or higher is required
for consideration.
