Part A: Create four similar triangles. How do you know that these triangles are similar?
Part B: Plot the following points on a coordinate graph: (-11, -4), (-5, -1), and (3, 3).  Draw the line that passes through all three points and mark the point where the line intersects the x-axis. Label the coordinates of that point.  Draw a line segment from each of the plotted points perpendicular to the x-axis. You should have created three triangles.

Find two ways to prove that the three triangles are similar and describe your methods.
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
